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Introduction

The West of England (WoE) Local Authorities - Bath and North East Somerset (B&NES), Bristol
City (BCC), North Somerset (NSC) and South Gloucestershire Councils (SGC) - are promoting the
South Bristol Link (SBL), a major transport scheme to address current and future transport
problems in the south Bristol area.

This scheme has been identified as a fumadi ng
Funding Allocation (RFA). The authorities are preparing a Major Scheme Business Case (MSBC)
submission to the Department for Transport (DfT) for the scheme.

Atkins has been commissioned by the West of England Partnership to update the transport
models and to undertake forecasts and economic appraisal for the MSBC. This involved a
number of interim forecasts to aid scheme decision making as well as the modelling and economic
appraisal of the final scheme.

The South Bristol Link is a combined orbital highway and Rapid Transit link with adjacent
foot/cycleway between the A370 and Hartcliffe. The SBL would link the A370 with the A38 and the
A4174 at Hartcliffe Roundabout adjacent to Hengrove Park. The scheme is shown in Figure 1.1
and comprises:

1  SBL Rapid Transit starting from the Long Ashton park and ride site, and merging with the
single carriageway SBL highway link at South Liberty Lane;

1  Combined highway/ Rapid Transit link from South Liberty Lane to the A38, with segregated
Rapid Transit route adjacent to the highway lanes;

1  Combined highway/ Rapid Transit link from A38 to Hartcliffe roundabout, with segregated
bus-ways for Rapid Transit in the centre of the route, and highway lanes either side; and

1 Rapid Transit Line 2 extended from Long Ashton park and ride site to a new terminus at the
South Bristol Hospital to be built in Hengrove Park.

The purpose of this report is to describe the above listed surveys and analysis of the data
collected.

Following this Introduction, the remainder of the report is structured as follows:

1  Chapter 2 provides the details of Road Side Interview surveys conducted as part of the
current study;

1  Chapter 3 deals with the the Journey Time surveys and summary of accuracy analysis of the
data collected; and

1  Chapter 4 presents the details of the various types of traffic count data collected for the
study.

The appendices provided at the end portray the relevant details of the surveys mentioned in this
report.
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2. Road Side Interview Surveys

2.1 Road side interviews (RSI) provide the main source of highway demand. The interview typically
provides information relating to:

i vehicle type;

1 time of travel;

1 origin and destination; and
i purpose of trip.

2.2 For this study RSI Surveys were conducted at 4 sites around the Bristol area in 2009. The RSI
survey locations are chosen in such way that they cover all strategic roads in South Bristol in
conjunction with 2006 RSI survey locations used for development of G-BATS3 model. The RSI
surveys were under taken by Intelligent Data Collection Limited on a week day between 23rd and
24th June 2009. The RSI locations are described inTable 2.1 and presented in Figure 2.1.

2.3 The surveys were undertaken for twelve hours between 07:00 to 19:00 hours, to cover morning,
inter-peak and evening peak periods. The survey used a standard DMRB questionnaire to record
information like vehicle type, vehicle occupancy, origin and destination of the trip, purpose of the
trip. In addition information regarding income, and location of parking were also collected and
recorded.

2.4 Two 2009 RSI sites (Long Ashton and Bedminster) were undertaken on the day a major accident
occurred in Bristol on the M4 and M5. The OD patterns did not appear to have been dramatically
altered because of the incident. However, a detailed analysis of traffic flows through the Long
Ashton site showed significant differences to the two-week ATC and only morning peak data could
confidently be used at this site. The analysis of the flows through the Bedminster site showed that
the flows on the survey day were within the statistical day-to-day variations that occurred over the
two-week (shoulder) period.

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Journey Time Surveys

Journey time (JT) surveys provide a means of validating speeds within the highway model. Itis a
requirement of the model validation process that model speeds fall within an acceptable range of
observed speeds.

JT survey data was made available by county council for 6 routes. Out of which moving car
observer data was available for JT routes 1 to 4 and Strategis survey data was provided for JT
routes 5 and 6. These surveys were conducted during June and July 2009 on an average week
day. The JT route are described in Table 3.1 and presented in Figure 3.1.

The journey-time routes were surveyed in both directions in each of the three modelled time i
periods AM peak (08:00-09:00), average Inter-Peak (10:00 - 16:00) and PM peak (17:00 i 18:00).

It is a requirement of DMRB to calculate the accuracy of journey time routes and a 10% accuracy
of journey time variation is desirable. Accuracy is expressed as:

Where t = 95% confidence level, s = standard deviation, n = number of journey time runs & m =
the true mean observed journey time

The accuracy was calculated for each route by direction and presented in Table 3.2 to Table 3.4
for the three time periods. Accuracy analysis was done for Route 1 to 4 as moving observer data
is available for these routes.

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4. Traffic Counts

4.1 Traffic counts provide a means of calibrating and validating the highway model. Most of the traffic
count data was made available by county councils. Traffic data was also commissioned for this
study by Atkins at some locations.

4.2 Automatic Traffic Count (ATC) data collected over long periods of time at various parts of Bristol.
